Maintenance Work on Church Exterior

As was discussed at previous parish council meetings, maintenance work on
the exterior of the church has begun. Stairs and scaffolding to the roof of the
church are being installed, with an indefinite duration of this project. Please stay
clear of contractors on site. The work that is intended to be done on the church:
1) Cleaning and sealing the entire exterior surface; 2) Remediation and repair of
the precast concrete; 3) Caulking at the precast concrete joints; 4) installation of
roof anchors (for long term maintenance of the church); 5) Inspection/potential
replacement of all components of the roof and flashing system on the various
levels of roof; 6) Re-coating the existing roof membrane if inspection deems the
membrane to be healthy enough to remain without replacement at this time; 7)
Painting wood surfaces i.e. doors.

SIX ECUMENICAL COUNCILS are the extraordinary synods of bishops which
primarily decide upon dogmatic formulations, especially in the face of heresy.
Secondarily, they also issue canonical legislation which governs the
administration of the Church.

I. First Council of Nicea, (325) - repudiated Arianism, adopted the Nicene
Creed. Il. First Council of Constantinople, (381) - revised the Nicene Creed into
the present form

used in the Eastern and Oriental Orthodox churches.

lll. Council of Ephesus, (431) - repudiated Nestorianism, proclaimed the
Virgin Mary as the Mother of God (Greek, Theotokos - ®cotoxoc).

IV. Council of Chalcedon, (451) - repudiated the Eutychian doctrine of
Monophysitism, described and delineated the two natures of Christ, human and
divine; adopted the Chalcedonian Creed. This and all following councils are not
recognized by Oriental Orthodox Communion.

V. Second Council of Constantinople, (553) - reaffirmed decisions and
doctrines explicated by previous Councils, condemned new Arian, Nestorian, and
Monophysite writings.

VI. Third Council of Constantinople, (680-681) - repudiated
Monothelitism, affirmed that Christ had both human and Divine wills.

VIIl. Second Council of Nicea, (787) - marked by restoration of the
veneration of icons and end of the first iconoclasm.

LIFE IN CHRIST - A Catholic Catechism for Adults
Part Four - Section 27: The Anointing of the Sick

Is anyone among you sick? (You) should summon the presbyters of the
church, and they should pray over {you] and anoint (you) with oil in the name
of the Lord, and the prayer of faith will save (you), and the Lord will raise (you)
up. If (you have) committed any sins, (you) will be forgiven - James 5:14-15.

ON ALMOST EVERYPAGE of the Gospels we read of Jesus curing or healing
different people from almost every type of disease and physical ailment. Jesus
had a deep sympathy and compassion for the sick. He was able to restore
health to those with whom he came in contact.

The Church, the new Body of Jesus Christ, shares the same concern for
those suffering from all forms of ailments, whether physical, mental or
emotional. Thus it is fitting for the Church to have a special Mystery
(sacrament) for its members who are suffering from a serious illness.

Throughout history the Church encouraged many of its members to
establish hospitals and various institutions for the care of the sick, the
diseased and the dying. Many members have joined religious communities of
priests, brothers or sisters whose mission is to minister to the sick. Many
clergy and laity visit the sick or care for them in their homes on an ongoing
basis. Ministers of care regularly take Holy Communion to the sick and
homebound in most parishes.

The Church also has the Mystery (Sacrament) of Anointing the Sick to offer
those who are seriously ill. Based on the example and the commands of Jesus



himself, the Church uses the special grace of this Mystery (sacrament) to bring
strength, consolation, comfort and reassurance to those who are frightened or
anxious over serious sickness or imminent death.

1. What is the Mystery of Anointing of the Sick?

The Mystery of Anointing of the Sick, along with the Mystery of
Reconciliation, is one of the two Mysteries (sacraments) of healing. The
Anointing of the Sick is the Mystery (Sacrament) by which Jesus, through the
anointing and prayers of a priest, gives health and strength to a person who is
seriously ill.

2. What does Jesus accomplish through the Mystery of Anointing of the Sick?
Through the Anointing of the Sick, Jesus:
a. Increases the divine life in an ill person;
b. Sometimes restores health to that person;
c. Gives the graces needed to accept the illness;
d. Forgives sin and removes the temporal punishment due to sin.
When confession is impossible, Jesus forgives even mortal sin through this
Mystery (Sacrament).

3. What is the sign of the Mystery of Anointing of the Sick?

The sign of this Mystery (Sacrament) is the anointing with a special oil,
called the oil of the sick, together with the words of the priest, "Through this
holy anointing may the Lord in his love and mercy help you with the grace of
the Holy Spirit. May the Lord who frees you from sin save you and raise you
up." While praying, the priest anoints the sick person on the forehead, as well
the eyes, the nose, the ears, the chest, the back, the hands and the feet when
possible.

4. How is the Mystery of Anointing of the Sick administered?

It is important to recall that the Anointing of the Sick is both a liturgical and
a communal celebration. As with the other Mysteries (sacraments), it is most
appropriately celebrated within the Eucharist. If it is celebrated communally but
apart from the Eucharist, for example a group of seriously ill people gather
with their friends and family to receive the anointing in common. Since the sick
and elderly should be a special concern to all of the members of the Church, it
is fitting to show this concern publicly. The ill are thus encouraged and
strengthened by the presence of others while those attending the liturgy can
begin to see the Christian value of accepting and offering up one's pain and
suffering.

The Anointing of the Sick begins with the priest calling to prayer those
assembled. They begin with prayers to the Holy Spirit and for the forgiveness
of sins followed by petitions for God’s grace and a prayer for forgiveness,
which is followed by the prayer of anointing. The priest then lays his hand on
each sick person with the invocation to Jesus to come and cure the illness. A
short service of the Word of God follows. The priest reads passages revealing
the healing activity of Jesus. Then he invites those who are witnessing the
sacrament to join him in prayer on behalf of the sick.



5. Who may receive the Anointing of the Sick?

Anyone who is seriously ill due to sickness or old age may receive this
Mystery (sacrament). Prudent judgment is all that is necessary to determine
whether the sickness is serious enough to warrant the Mystery. The sick person
need not be in danger of death. For example, an elderly person who is in a
weakened condition may be anointed even though no specific serious illness is
present. A person undergoing surgery because of a dangerous illness may be
anointed. Sick children who have sufficient use of reason to be comforted by
this Mystery also may be anointed.

6. Is the Anointing of the Sick given only to the dying?

Not every seriously sick person dies. In addition, some illnesses, such as
terminal cancer, can last for several months before a person dies. It would be
wrong to deny people the consolation of this Mystery and its actual graces
until they are on their deathbed.

To accompany the Mystery of the Anointing of the Sick the Church has
developed other last rites for the dying. These include holy Viaticum
(Communion), the prayers for the dying and the Apostolic Blessing.

In the situation where a person is in a coma, the Anointing of the Sick may
be given conditionally, that is, the priest will presume that the person truly
would like to receive it and proceed on that assumption.

Practice

e Those who have the care of a sick person should call a priest as soon as they
discover the illness is serious. The person, fortified by the actual graces of this
Mystery, can then honestly face life or death, whichever God in his providence
has designated.

e For a visit by a priest to a sick person, provide the following items: a crucifix,
two blessed candles, and a glass of water. These articles should be on a table
that is covered with a white linen cloth.

e When the priest comes to a home or hospital or nursing home on a sick call, the
members of the family should remain with the sick person, except while the
priest is hearing his or her confession.

e Catholics should be careful to let their parish priest know whenever there is any
serious illness in the family. The priest can judge what ought to be done. In the
case of a prolonged illness the priest or a minister of care will bring
Communion even when there is no danger of death.

e If someone is injured seriously, a priest should be called immediately.

e A priest or pastoral minister can be called even though to all appearances death
might already have taken place or the person's death may have been declared
by a doctor. The prayers offered for the deceased will be a consolation to the
departed's family and friends.
