The Holy Mystery of Marriage

(from the Catechism of the UGCC —
CHRIST — OUR PASCHA)

471 God created human beings male
and female: “By you, O God, a woman is
joined to man as a helpmate and for the
continuance of the human race ... you
blessed them, saying: ‘increase and
multiply and rule the earth.” Through
wedlock you made the two of them one
body.” (349 Trebnyk , Rite of Crowning,
Second Prayer for the Betrothed; First
Prayer for the Crowning.) In the Church,
the marriage union is a Holy Mystery in
which the man and woman manifest the

new life in Christ. A Christian marriage is
not only a natural relationship, a shared
life and experience; it is an occasion of
sanctification. Marriage is a Holy Mystery
(Sacrament) in which by the grace of the
Holy Spirit a man and a woman are
united into one body and create a
domestic church . The family union
created by marriage is a community of
persons which, according to God'’s plan,
is an icon of the relationship of the
Persons of the Most Holy Trinity.

1) Marriage Is a Mystery of Love
between a Man and a Woman



472 Marriage is based on the fact that
the married couple mutually
complements one another. The Church
gives witness to this in a prayer of the
Rite of Crowning: “Holy God, you created
man from the dust and from his side
fashioned a woman as a suitable
helpmate for him, for such was the good
pleasure of your majesty that man should
not be alone on earth.”( 350 Trebnyk ,
Rite of Crowning, Second Prayer.) In
their gender differentiation, a man and
woman complete one another, creating
an indissoluble union of one body .

473 Through marriage the Lord
accomplishes the history of salvation:
You blessed your servant Abraham when
you opened Sarah’s womb and made
him the father of many nations [see Gn
12:1-13; 17:1-22; 18:1-16; 21:1-8; Rom
4:18]. You gave Rebecca to Isaac and
blessed her childbearing [see Gn 24-25;
27]. You joined Jacob and Rachel and
brought forth the twelve patriarchs from
him [see Gn 29-31; 35]. You united
Joseph and Asenath and gave them
Ephrem and Manasseh, the fruit of their
procreation [see Gn 41:44-52; 46:20].
You joined Zachariah and Elizabeth and
gave them the Precursor of your own
most pure Birth as their offspring [see Lk
1:5-25, 39-80]. From the root of Jesse,
according to the flesh, you made the
Ever-Virgin spring forth, and from her you
became incarnate and were born for the
salvation of the human race. (351
Trebnyk , Rite of Crowning, First Prayer.)

474 In Cana of Galilee, Christ “saw fit
in [his] saving providence to show by
[his] presence how precious marriage is.”

(352 Trebnyk , Rite of Crowning, Third
Prayer) He “blessed the wedding there
to show that lawful marriage and its
procreation are [his] will.” (353 Trebnyk ,
Rite of Crowning, First Prayer)

475 Christian marriage is founded on
Christ's commandment of love: “Just as |
have loved you, you also should love one
another” ( Jn 13:34). The apostle Paul
enjoins the husband to love his wife “as
Christ loved the Church and gave
himself up for her” ( Eph 5:25). He then
enjoins the wife to regard her husband
as she regards the Lord, because the hus
- band is the head of the wife as Christ is
the head of the Church (see Eph 5:22-
25). This is possible because the
husband and wife are united in love not
only with each other, but also with Christ.
Granting their love to each other, they
grant it to Christ, and granting it to Christ,
they grant it to each other. In this mutual
gift of love they grow together into one
Body of Christ (see Eph 5:31-32).

476 Marriage as a union of love
between a man and a woman derives
from the very nature of the human
person: “Indeed from the beginning, God
appears to have made special provision
for this union; and referring to the two as
one, he said: ‘Male and female he
created them.” ” (354 John Chrysostom ,
Homilies on Ephesians, 20, 1: PG 62,
135) The mutual marital love of a
husband and wife is the power and
foundation for the growth of strong
families and the creation of healthy
societies. (355 See Vatican Council Il ,
Decree Apostolicam actuositatem [On
the Apostolate of the Laity], 11)

“How to discern a vocation to the
priesthood? Primarily, how it is to be
developed. Apart from that, what young
people, who are ready to sacrifice their
hearts to God, ought to do whether their
parents are against their entering
monastery or seminary and treat it as
disobedience? What if to leave without a
blessing?”, Taras and Maria are asking.

Vocational discernment was a topic
discussed also on the Papal Synod. To
discern your vocation means to reveal
truth about yourself. Who am I? What am
| living for? What is the purpose of my
life? We keep on saying that revealing
the truth about ourselves is what we
exactly call a vocation, because when |
want to know the truth about me — | talk
to the One who created me. A vocation
can be seen through a dialogue, a talk. It
is impossible to discern the vocation
being closed into yourself — you will get
lost. A person needs to understand what
gifts they have, what God endowed them
with. We are all gifted, yet we have
different gifts. The task of a life’s vocation
is to develop these gifts. Since the gift is
similar to a weed, planted in our souls by
the Holy Spirit.

Parents, tutors, teachers, spiritual
mentors have a task to help to grow

these seeds, so a garden planted by God
— grow. How shall | understand whether |
am called to priesthood or monasticism?
Among all vocations this one is really
special and valuable. It is so, today
priests, monks and nuns are needed! |
am kindly asking you: if just a thought of
priesthood has flashed through your mind
— and it can be the first sign — live with it
and work! God doesn’t give such
thoughts out of nowhere. Later look for
advisors, spiritual mentors who will help
you to comprehend this special gift.

Because it is a special gift, very
special! | have a great responsibility for
this vocation, the same as a mother, who
carries a baby in her womb. If you feel
that a gift of a vocation is present — than
this is a truth about you which you need
to follow. | want to wish all parents, who
have revealed in their children a gift of a
vocation to the priesthood or
monasticism, don’t be an obstacle for
them but help to develop it, then you and
your children will be happy”. (By the

Saints Prochorus, Nicanor, Timon and
Parmenas, Apostles of the Seventy were
among the first deacons in the Church of
Christ.

In the Acts of the Holy Apostles (6:1-6)
it is said that the twelve Apostles chose
seven men: Stephen, Philip, Prochorus,
Nicanor, Timon, Parmenas and Nicholas,
full of the Holy Spirit and wisdom, and
appointed them to serve as deacons.

They are commemorated together on
July 28, although they died at various
times and in various places.

At first, Saint Prochorus accompanied
the holy Apostle Peter, who made him
bishop in the city of Nicomedia. After the
Dormition of the Most Holy Theotokos,
Prochorus was a companion and
coworker of the holy Apostle John the
Theologian and was banished with him to
the island of Patmos. There he wrote
down the Book of Revelation concerning
the final fate of the world. Upon returning
to Nicomedia, Saint Prochorus converted
pagans to Christ in the city of Antioch,
where he suffered martyrdom.

Although Saint Nicanor suffered on the
same day that the holy Protomartyr
Stephen (December 27) and many other
Christians were killed by stoning, he is
also commemorated on December 28.

Saint Timon was later appointed by
the Apostles as bishop of the city of
Bostra in Arabia and suffered from the

Jews and pagans for preaching the
Gospel. He was thrown into a furnace,
but by the power of God he came out of it
unharmed. The tradition of the Roman
Church says that Saint Timon died by
crucifixion. Saint Timon is also
commemorated on December 30.

Saint Parmenas zealously preached
Christ in Macedonia. He died after being
afflicted with an illness. Some say that
Saint Parmenas suffered martyrdom
under Trajan (98-117) in the final year of
his reign.
