Translation of the relics of the
Protomartyr and Archdeacon Stephen
from Jerusalem to Constantinople

The Transfer of the Relics of the Holy
Protomartyr Stephen from Jerusalem to
Constantinople took place about the year
428.

After the holy Protomartyr
Archdeacon Stephen was stoned by the
Jews, they left his holy body unburied to be
devoured by the beasts and birds. After a
day and a night the renowned Jewish
teacher of the Law, Gamaliel sent people
to take up the body of the Protomartyr.
Gamaliel buried him on his own property, in
his own tomb, not far from Jerusalem.

When Lord’s secret disciple
Nikodemos died, Gamaliel also buried him
near the grave of Saint Stephen.
Afterwards Gamaliel himself, who had
been baptized with his son Abibas, was
buried near the grave of the Protomartyr
Stephen and Saint Nikodemos.

In the year 415 the relics of the saint
were uncovered in a miraculous manner
and solemnly transferred to Jerusalem by
Bishop John and the bishops Eutonius of
Sebaste and Eleutherius of Jericho. From
that time healings took place from the
relics.

Afterwards, during the reign of holy
Emperor Theodosius the Younger (408-
450), the relics of the holy Protomartyr
Stephen were transferred from Jerusalem
to Constantinople and placed in the church
of the holy deacon Laurence (August 10).
When a church dedicated to the
Protomartyr Stephen was built, the relics
were transferred there on August 2. Saint
Stephen’s right hand is preserved in the

Serapionov chamber of the Trinity-Sergius
Lavra.

When the quarantine restrictions

[Saturday, 25 July 2020,] Even during
guarantine, we understand that
participating in the Liturgy online is a
temporary solution. We may spend some
time praying online, but it is wrong to
completely refuse to go to church. This
position of the Church was expressed by
His Beatitude Sviatoslav, Father and Head
of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, in
a commentary for the UGCC Information
Department.

‘I hope that the state authorities will
one day declare victory over the
coronavirus and lift all quarantine
restrictions. Then it will be the time to
resume the public celebration of Divine
Liturgy,” His Beatitude Sviatoslav added.

The Head of the Church explained
that God's commandment to celebrate the
holy day exists even during lockdown and
no one can cancel it. For us, Christians,
observing a holy day means attending the
Liturgy, and neither secular nor church
authorities can remove this by their order.
But since there are now objective,
insurmountable obstacles to visiting
worship services, the Church, as a good
mother, meets her children and gives
certain dispensations (exemptions) so we
may celebrate the holy day not in the
temple but at home.

“The gift of the Eucharist gives rise to
a church commandment that obliges us to



participate in the Sunday Divine Liturgy.
Since there is an exemption from this
obligation during the quarantine, we do not
need to confess missing Sunday service,”
explained His Beatitude Sviatoslav.

At the same time, the Archbishop
emphasized that a person who participates
in prayer online should not be like an
outsider watching this broadcast as a
spectacle, but an active participant, as if he
were in church.

"When the quarantine restrictions
are lifted, the dispensation from the
obligation to participate in the Liturgy will
be revoked," the Head of the Church said.

Let us
give them a pattern to imitate; from their
earliest years let us teach them to study
the Bible.”

The Meaning of Self-Obligation

(from “My Daily Bread”)

CHRIST: MY CHILD, self-oblation is
another name for self-offering. When you
offer yourself to Me, it means that you
place yourself at My disposal, so that | may
do as | please with you. It means that you
will try to direct your thoughts, desires, and
actions as | desire. It means that you will
never deliberately contradict My Will in any
detail.

2. Self-oblation necessarily involves
the offering of whatever you possess,
whether it be talent, occupation,
opportunities, friends, and everything else.
True, such an offering does not necessarily
mean that you are to deprive yourself of
these things. It usually means that you will
now deal with them and use them only to
please Me.

3. Everyone is obliged to abandon
whatever leads him into sin. However, the
man who makes an act of self-oblation
aims higher than simply avoiding sin. He
seeks to please Me in a positive way, by
practicing as many virtues as he can in his
daily life. In his desire to belong more
surely to Me, he tries to use things more
from necessity than for personal
satisfaction. In order to avoid all self-deceit,
he would rather have less than more of this
world's good things, he prefers to obey
rather than command, he would sooner
follow than lead.

4. In all of these desires and efforts
my loyal followers desire only My greater
glory. They are ready to change any of
their plans or intentions, if I should so wish.
In their self- oblation they are no longer
interested in acquiring anything for their
own honor or earthly satisfaction. Their
main purpose in life is to please and honor
Me. They strive to center their life around
Me. Many more people would reach this
high level of perfection if only they would



pause long enough to think of it, desire it,
and try to reach it.

THINK: Many people fear self-
oblation because they think that it would
make them slaves in mind and body. Yet
this high level of perfection would actually
lead them to true interior liberty and perfect
peace of soul. In seeking to follow God's
holy Will more perfectly, | am following my
own highest good, my greatest perfection,
my most enduring peace and happiness.
Only in self-oblation am | living my daily life
most fully, most intelligently, and most
profitably. | shall have the highest purpose
possible to man, to give eternal praise to
God and to obtain eternal life with Him.
This is the purpose for which God Himself
made me. Can | aim at anything less?

PRAY: Eternal Father, my Creator,
to You | owe absolutely all things which
make my daily life worth while. From you |
receive each moment of life as a personal
gift. 1 ought to offer myself to You because
You own all that | am and have. Jesus,
Your divine Son, has given me a perfect
example of self-oblation in delivering
Himself up as a victim for my sins. Every
thought, word, and deed of His, from the
crib to the cross, was offered to You for my
sake. Can | hesitate to return such
generous love in my own small way? Even
today | can see the self-oblation of Jesus in
every Mass and in every tabernacle, where
He resides in the Blessed Sacrament. He
is there for love of me. What shall | do to
repay such unbounded love? Grant me the
courage to make my daily life a self-
oblation. | hope in You for the strength to
continue this effort all of ray life. Amen.
