Instead, grant to me, Your servant, the spirit of wholeness of being,
humble-mindedness, patience and love. (Prostration)

O Lord and King, grant me the grace to be aware of my sins and not to
judge my neighbour, for You are blessed, now and for ever and ever.
Amen. (Prostration)

(Then with a simple bow the following is repeated four times)

God, be merciful to me, a sinner.
God, cleanse me of my sins and have mercy of me.
| have sinned without number, forgive me, O Lord.

Then the entire Prayer of St. Ephrem is recited without the usual prostrations.
One prostration is made at the end.




1st SUNDAY OF GREAT LENT

Resurrection Tropar, tone 5:

Let us the faithful acclaim and worship the Word, co-eternal with the Father and the
Spirit, and born of the Virgin for our salvation. For He willed to be lifted up on the cross
in the flesh, to suffer death and to raise the dead by His glorious resurrection.

Tropar 1st Sunday of Lent, tone 2:

Before your most pure image, we bow in worship, O Good One, begging forgiveness
of our stumblings, O Christ our God. You chose of your own free will to ascend upon
the cross in the flesh in order to deliver from the enemy’s yoke those you had created.
For this reason we cry out to you in thanksgiving: “You our Saviour have filled all things
with joy when you came to save the world.”

Glory be to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit, now and for ever and
ever. Amen.

Kondak 1st Sunday of Lent, tone 8:

The infinite word of God became accessible when he was born of you, O Mother of
God. He restored our corrupt image to its former beauty by joining it to the divine
splendour. Wherefore we now proclaim our salvation and make it known by word and
deed.

Prokimen, tone 4: Blessed are you and praiseworthy, O Lord, the God of our fathers,
and glorious is your name for ever.
verse: For you are just in all you have done.

A Reading from St. Paul’s Letter to the Hebrews (11:24-26; 32 - 12:2)

Brethren. After Moses grew up, his faith made him refuse to be called Pharaoh’s
grandson. He chose to be mistreated with God’s people instead of having the good time
that sin could bring for a little while. Moses knew that the treasures of Egypt were not as
wonderful as what he would receive from suffering for the Messiah, and he looked
forward to his reward.

What else can | say? There is not enough time to tell about Gideon, Barak, Samson,
Jephthah, David, Samuel, and the prophets. Their faith helped them conquer kingdoms,
and because they did right, God made promises to them. They closed the jaws of lions
and put out raging fires and escaped from the swords of their enemies. Although they
were weak, they were given the strength and power to chase foreign armies away.

Some women received their loved ones back from death. Many of these people were
tortured, but they refused to be released. They were sure that they would get a better
reward when the dead are raised to life. Others were made fun of and beaten with
whips, and some were chained in jail. Still others were stoned to death or sawed in two
or killed with swords. Some had nothing but sheep skins or goat skins to wear. They
were poor, mistreated, and tortured. The world did not deserve these good people, who
had to wander in deserts and on mountains and had to live in caves and holes in the
ground.
