A Reading of the Holy Gospel according to Mark (2:1-12) 

Jesus came back to Capernaum after a lapse of several days and word got around 
that he was at home. At that, they began to gather in great numbers. There was no 
longer any room for them, even around the door.  

While he was teaching, some people arrived bringing a paralyzed man to him. The 
four who carried him were unable to bring him to Jesus because of the crowd, so they 
began to open up the roof over the spot where Jesus was. When they had made a hole, 
they let down the mat on which the paralytic was lying.  

When Jesus saw their faith, he said to the paralyzed man, “My son, your sins are 
forgiven.” Now some of the scribes were sitting there asking themselves, “Why does the 
man talk in that way? He commits blasphemy! Who can forgive sins except God 
alone?” 

Jesus was immediately aware of their reasoning, though they kept it to themselves, 
and he said to them, “Why do you harbour these thoughts? Which is easier, to say to 
the paralytic, ‘Your sins are forgiven,’ or to say, ‘Stand up, pick up your mat and walk 
again?’ That you may know that the Son of Man has authority on earth to forgive sins” 
he said to the paralyzed man, “I command you: Stand up! Pick up your mat and go 
home.” 

The man stood and picked up his mat and went outside in the sight of everyone. They 
were awe-struck. All gave praise to God, saying, “We have never seen anything like 
this!”

In You, O Blessed One, all creation rejoices: the choir of angels and the human race. 

Holy temple and spiritual paradise, glory of virgins. From You God took flesh, became a 
child, remaining the eternal God. He made of Your womb His throne greater than the 
heavens.
