Eat this Bread - Drink this Cup 

Father McBride's Family Catechism 
 

Jesus instituted the Eucharist at the Last Supper. In a mysterious manner it contains 
the sacrifice of his Body and Blood and enables that sacrifice to continue in history until 
he comes again. He entrusted the Eucharist to his Church. It remembers and makes 
present his saving death and Resurrection for our salvation. The Eucharist is a 
sacrament of love, a sign of unity, a paschal meal in which we consume Jesus, have 
our minds filled with grace, and receive the pledge of eternal life. 
 

What are the names we use for this sacrament? The Catechism of the Catholic Church 
gives us ten names traditionally associated with this sacrament. 
 
• We call it Eucharist because it is an act of thanking God for creation, salvation, and 

sanctification. 
• We name it the Last Supper because that is when Jesus instituted the Eucharist. 
• We recall it as the Breaking of the Bread because that is what Jesus did in the Upper 

Room, and how he revealed himself to the disciples at Emmeaus, and it was the 
phrase the early Christians used for Eucharist. 

• We view it as the Eucharistic assembly since we celebrate it in community as a visible 
expression of the Church. 

• We know it as a memorial of Christ's Passion, death and Resurrection. Not just a 
memory of the past, but making it present by the power of the Spirit and the ministry 
of the priest. 

• We celebrate it as the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass (Divine Liturgy) because it makes 
present the one sacrifice of Jesus Christ. 

• We participate in it as the Holy and Divine Liturgy because it is the center and most 
intense expression of all Christian worship. 

• We adore the Eucharist as the Most Blessed Sacrament, reserved in the tabernacle 
for our continued worship and devotion. 

• We take the Eucharist as Holy Communion wherein we are united to Christ and 
shaped by him into the Body of Christ, the Church. 

• We witness Eucharist as Holy Mass a word that comes from the Latin "to send". At 
the end of the Eucharist the priest sends us forth to love and serve the Lord and one 
another and do God's will in our daily lives. 

 
None of these ten names says it all about the Eucharist, but together, they give us a 

tapestry of the broad richness of what the Eucharist means. 
 
 
 



 

 

Святе Причастя: “Прийміть і їжте з цього всі” 
Господь звертається до нас із наполегливим запрошенням прийняти Його в 

таїнстві Євхаристії: «Істинно, істинно кажу вам: якщо не споживатимете Тіла 
Людського Сина й не питимете Його Кров, не матимете життя в собі» (Iв. 6, 53). 

Щоб відповісти на таке запрошення, нам слід приготуватися до цієї великої і 
святої хвилини. Св. Павло закликає до іспиту сумління: “Тому, хто буде їсти хліб 
або пити чашу Господню недостойно, буде винний за Тіло і Кров Господню. Хай, 
отже, кожний випробує себе самого і тоді їсть цей хліб і пʼє цю чашу. Бо той, хто 
їсть і пʼє, не розрізняючи Господнього Тіла, суд собі їсть і пʼє” (1 Кор. 11, 27-29). 
Той, хто свідомий тяжкого гріха, повинен приступити до таїнства Покаяння перед 
тим, як причащатися. 

Перед величчю цього таїнства вірний може лише смиренно і з палкою вірою 
сказати словами розбійника на хресті: 

“Вечері Твоєї Тайної сьогодні, Сину Божий, мене причасником прийми, бо 
ворогам Твоїм тайни не повім і поцілунку не дам Тобі, як Юда, але, як розбійник, 
сповідаюся Тобі: „Згадай мене, Господи, у Царстві Твоїм” (Літургія св. Івана 
Золотоустого, Молитва перед Причастям.). 

Щоб належно приготуватися до прийняття цього таїнства, вірні повинні 
дотримуватися посту, приписаного своєю Церквою (Пор. Кодекс канонічного 
права, кан. 919.). Зовнішня постава (рухи, вбрання) повинна виражати пошану, 
врочистість і радість цієї хвилини, коли Христос стає нашим гостем. 

Саме суть Євхаристії передбачає, щоб вірні, якщо вони відповідають вказаним 
вимогам, причащалися кожного разу, коли беруть участь у Службі Божій: “Дуже 
рекомендується вірним брати участь у Службі Божій цим найдосконалішим 
способом, коли вірні після святого Причастя священика приймають Тіло Господнє 
з цієї самої жертви” (II Ватиканський Собор, Конст. “Sасrоsаnсtum Соnсіlium”, 55.). 

Церква зобовʼязує вірних “брати участь у Службі Божій у неділі та свята” і 
щонайменше один раз на рік приймати Євхаристію, якщо можливо, у Великодній 
час, приготувавшись у таїнстві Примирення. Але Церква гаряче просить вірних 
приймати святу Євхаристію у неділі і свята або ще частіше, навіть кожного дня.
