Instead, grant to me, Your servant, the spirit of wholeness of being,
humble-mindedness, patience and love. (Prostration)

O Lord and King, grant me the grace to be aware of my sins and not to judge my
neighbour, for You are blessed, now and for ever and ever. Amen. (Prostration)
(Then the following prayer is repeated four times)

God, be merciful to me, a sinner.

God, cleanse me of my sins and have mercy of me.
| have sinned without number, forgive me, O Lord.

Once more the entire Prayer of St. Ephrem is recited without the usual prostrations.
One prostration is made at the conclusion.
